 Deuteronomy 5:15, Exodus 20:12 & Leviticus 19:3 point to
honoring parents as a foundation for God’s covenant people.

* Paul could not imagine a world without slaves any more than
he could Imagine a world with jet airplanes.

 (God says the motivation for a slave to serve their master was
to flow out his heart’s love for their Master.

* |t is a high calling to treat others as we would treat The King.

* |t is a high calling to treat others as we would treat The King.

 “"His” masters were to treat their slaves with respect & love.

* "His” employers are not just employers of employees, but
"His” employers are “His” ambassadors in the workplace.

 “Business is business” looks different for kingdom citizens.

* Title does not imply inferiority/superiority for Kingdom citizens.
